Perspective on Mathematics in School curriculum

Mathematics is a fundamental part of human thoughts and logic. It provides an
effective way of building mental discipline and encourages logical reasoning.
In addition, Mathematical knowledge plays a crucial role in understanding the
contents of other school subjects such as science, social studies, and even music
and art. Due to this wide range of possible issues that could be addressed, the
perspective of teaching Mathematics in school curriculum has been divided into
three major key strands.
